(The article included a picture of Mrs. Virginia Sinclair Hawes, native of Charlottesville,
taken in about 1900, two years after she opened the first vacation Bible school in a beer
garden in New York City.)

First Vacation Bible School Was Held In a Beer Garden in New York in 1898

Of all places in which to hold a vacation Bible school, one would be least likely to choose a
beer garden.

But that was where the idea of a vacation Bible school was launched. Furthermore, the
originator of such schools was a Charlottesville woman.

In the foyer of the First Baptist Church in Chariottesville there is a bronze plaque honoring
Mrs. Virginia Sinclair Hawes for pioneering in this field of religious education. The plaque
reads, “In memory of Virginia Sinclair Hawes, a native of Charlottesville, a member of the
First Baptist Church, who while a resident of New York City and a member of the Epiphany
Baptist Church, conducted three vacation Bible schools — 1893, 1899, and 1900 — that led to
the founding of the vacation school movement in the year of our Lord, 1901.”

Mrs. Hawes was born Virginia Lucretia Sinclair in Charlottesville in 1843. She married Dr.
Walker Aylett Hawes of New York City in the late 1890s.

It was shortly after her marriage that she rented the beer garden in the rear of a saloon at 324
E. 71" St. in New York for her six-week summer Bible school, which she named the
“Everyday Bible School.” The school was held in the morning when the beer garden was not
in use by the saloon’s patrons.

Mrs. Hawes’ daughter, Mrs. Julia H. Hill of Richmond, says that the beer garden was a
neighborhood inhabited principally by Irish and Bohemian Catholic immigrants, who would
not allow their children to attend the Bible school.

Encouraged by the school’s success, the Epiphany Baptist Church tried to conduct one of its
own at the church. This was against Mrs. Hawes’ judgment, since attending the school in the
church required dressing up and making a special trip. In the beer garden, the children came
to the classes in their play clothes from their nearby homes.

The Epiphany Baptist Church later rented a room from a Presbyterian Church south of the
it beer garder location, but this succeeded not better than the one held in their own building.
The idea caught on, however, and today millions on children in the United States attend
vacation Bible schools after the close of their secular or day school sessions.

This year, for example, the First Baptist Church in Charlottesville has enrolled 415 children
in its vacation Bible school. Last year the 1,092 Baptist churches in Virginia had an
enrollment of 128,611, while 2,777,104 children were enrolled in Bible schools in the 21 states
of the Southern Baptist Convention. (Figures are not available for the Northern Baptist
Convention.)

The Belmont Baptist Church this year had 306 and the University Baptist Church 178 in
their vacation Bible schools.

In 1957 the First Presbyterian and the Westminster Presbyterian Churches, conducting their
vacation schools jointly, enrolled 287. Throughout Virginia 4,745 children attended similar
Presbyterian schools. [ Bible Schools, continued on page 5]

Although total Presbyterian enrollment figures are not available for 1957, the Presbyterian
Church in the U.S. (the Southern group) conducted 2,853 vacation Bible schools last year.
Christ Episcopal Church had 100 children in its Bible school this year. Twenty-three
teachers and assistant teachers conducted classes with an additional 18 young people helping
out in various phases of the school. St. Paul’s Memorial Church had no Bible school this
year. The 868 [or 368, not legible] Episcopal parishes and missions in the three dioceses of
Virginia last year enrolled 31, 463 in their vacation Bible schools.

The Rev. J. Bernard Moore, pastor of Holy Comforter Catholic Church, reported that last
year the 60 churches in the Diocese of Richmond (embracing all of Virginia and a small
portion of West Virginia) had 3,710 pupils enrolled in religious vacation schools. There
were 169 priest, nuns and brothers who taught in these schools and 117 lay teachers, Father
Moore said.

Year before last, the Virginia Methodist Conference conducted 572 vacation Bible schools
in which 47,023 pupils were enrolled. (Figures for 1957 are not available.) The First
Methodist Church of Charlottesville had 131 pupils enrolled at its Bible school this summer.

Figures for other denominations having churches in this area could not be obtained.

What began then, as a very small venture in this country’s largest city at the end of the 19"
century has spread to nationwide. Church officials state that more religious instruction can
be given, with more effective results, in a week’s vacation school than during the 52 Sunday
School classes held during a year.

A Charlottesville woman was mother of the Bible school idea. Mrs. Hawes died in 1915 at
the age of 72.
